TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION

In the tradition of the Church, not necessarily in
your own life’s timeline, confirmation is the midpoint of
Christian initiation, standing between font and table. Full
initiation is completed when a confirmed person shares
in the Eucharist. Centuries ago, this first sharing in the
eucharistic assembly was marked by a first sharing in the
Prayer of the Faithful. This prayer raises up the needs of
the church and human community, the concerns of the
faithful assembled, as they prepare to lift up the world to
the Father’s love. So a person could not participate in the
prayer until they were anointed with the “Oil of
Thanksgiving.” Next, the newly baptized presented their
gifts at the altar, a sure sign of their investment a new
way of life. Until the sixth century, these people normally
drank a mixture of milk and honey as a kind of pre-
Communion. They were hungry, of course, since they
were baptized hungry after long fasting, but this beauti-
ful symbol of the promised land revealed them as God’s
chosen, heirs to the promise. Although the “milk shake”
disappeared centuries ago, we still see the vigor of this
new life whenever adults are initiated at Easter, and
increasingly in confirmation ceremonies that are
attentive to this meaning.

The Paradox of Faith

“Do not fear men,” Jesus says. He is talking about
fearing those who persecute you for your faith. In the
verses preceding this Gospel passage, he tries to prepare
us for persecution and says that just as people did to him
(Jesus), they would do to his followers. But he triumphed
over his persecutors. They could not stop him. And that is
what he promises us as well. We cannot be destroyed as
long as we hold on to that faith.

The best way to maintain faith is to share it with
others. It sounds like a contradiction, but it means that
when we spread faith, our faith grows as well. And when
we allow others to share their faith with us, we feel encour-
aged and supported.

Sometimes we may hesitate when speaking about
faith. The only thing we should fear is our weakness, not
Satan's power. That's why Jesus said that whoever denies
him before men, he will also deny him. However, Jesus
died for our sins, so not even they can destroy us if we
turn to the Lord. So thank Him for His forgiveness, but
don't forget to spread the news that you have been
forgiven. You might encourage someone else to have the
courage to return to the Lord, and thus achieve another

victory of faith that overcomes fear.
